3. Spray screens should be no finer than 50 mesh.

4. Ensure that the by-pass line discharges at the bottom of the tank to minimize foaming.

5. Maintain pressure at no less than 275 kPa to ensure good foliage penetration and
coverage.

6. Provincial buffer zones that are greater than the buffer zones indicated in the
DIRECTIONS FOR USE, Section 7, should be respected.
